Spring is just around the corner.  So, it’s time to start thinking about Summer  
Ministry opportunities.  This year, we are encouraging our Jr. High students  
to consider attending Camp Berea.  Students who attended camp last summer, or  
participated in our winter retreat at Camp Berea this past February, loved it.   
A week at camp will provide an extended season for students to have fun,  
build relationships with other Christians their age and mature in their  
journey with Jesus Christ. 

 
Camp Berea is in Hebron, New Hampshire and is affiliated with the  
Christian Camp and Conference Association. In addition to the dynamic speakers and up and coming Christian musicians that will be 
leading chapel, students will have access to a variety of activities including: waterskiing, canoeing, swimming, knee-boarding and tubing.  
There is also an outdoor challenge course and climbing wall, team sports tournaments and much, much more.  Kids can even play paintball!

Any student who has never attended Camp Berea for summer camp before is eligible for a discount!   The usual cost for the 6 day (Sun
Saturday) camping experience is $440.  As a special introductory rate, tuition for students who have never attended summer camp at Berea 
will be only be charged $300. This is a great deal for a week of camp!   Regular rates apply for those who have previously attended summer 
camp at Berea. A limited amount of scholarship resources are available for families in need of financial assistance.  Please contact Pastor 
Chris with any inquiries regarding scholarship assistance.  

 
We will be encouraging students to attend Junior High I from Sunday, July 13-19th. Because this is a popular camp, and it fills up quickly, 
are asking parents to register directly with Camp Berea.  You can register online at https://www.campberea.org/register/  Your balance 
will be due by May 15, 2008.  This camp fills quickly, so the earlier you register, the better.  Camp Berea’s health forms, directions to the 
camp and a packing list will be made available to you upon completion of registration.     
 
We are asking that parents arrange their own transportation to and from Camp Berea.    On the last day of camp, parents will be encouraged 
to attend the Closing Rally with the campers and enjoy video, music, awards and drama from the week.  You can also join your child for a 
snack by the dining hall and some time to talk with your child’s counselor. If you are unable to arrange a ride for your child, please let 
Pastor Chris know so that he can put you in touch with another parent for carpooling purposes. 

 
Matt Williams, a member of the West Church Student Ministries volunteer staff, will be serving as a Camp Berea counselor for the summer
So, if your family calendar does not permit you to register your child for Jr. High week 1, and you choose to register for another week, Matt 
will be there serving students throughout the summer.  Matt will be diligent in preserving our ‘safe church’ environment as he spends time 
investing in godly relationships with our students that will carry over into the upcoming school year.
